Some headlines...

Firstly, a big thank you to all who have given time, energy & money this
past year. This wonderful generosity is a blessing to our church & the
wider community that we serve, and festimony to the Lord’s on-going.
faithful provision to Riverside Vineyard, both this year and indeed over
the past 36 years.

The majority (86%) of our income (including GiftAid) comes from
individuals who are part of the church. About 400 individuals / families
give regularly, a 10% increase compared to the previous year.

As you can see, GiftAid (reclaiming tax on gifts from UK tfaxpayers) is
a huge benefit and enables us to do more ministry. There is also a
significant income generated by conferencing & room hire; these
activities are growing with a primary aim of enabling more ministry.
There have also been two “one-off” donations totaling £50,000.

All of the above has led to a surplus of income over expenditure in our
accounts this year. Whilst we continue to live in uncertain times, the
staff & trustee tfeams work together to wisely manage the church’s
finances, led by faith in the Lord and a confidence in His ability to
provide for us. The additional funds this year have enabled us to install
solar panels at the Vineyard Centre, a significant benefit to all our sites
(see Vineyard Centre update). We have also transferred £50,000 to a
new growth fund to facilitate future ministry developments, e.g. new
building projects, across our sites.

As a charity, the church is able to reclaim tax already paid by
many givers. If you're a UK tax payer, please complete a Gift Aid
declaration. This costs you nothing and increases your gift by 25%.
This enables us to do more ministry as a church!

This may also have
some tax advantages for your estate.

Vineyard Centre financial update

As a church, we're committed to a more sustainable future.

Solar panels are now installed on the Vineyard Centre roof at a
cost of £111,474, part financed by a grant of £40,000 from London
Borough of Hounslow.

[t's important to remember that the Vineyard Centre serves all our
sites (e.g. pastoral & ministry leadership, administration, IT, media,
finance, charity compliance etc..). Solar panels will reduce our ufility
costs, bringing a financial benefit to all our sites. They also reduce our
carbon footprint. At the same time, please keep bringing your
reuseadble cups to church services - this makes a difference too!

Children & Youth projects update

In May 2023 we ran a giving campaign for some specific projects
for children & youth. As a result, a gift of £25,000 has been sent to
Vineyard DIl fo invest in the next generation through the summer
festival, DTl academy (leadership fraining for youth) and support of
youth ministries in local Vineyard churches.
